·  “Protecting God’s Children” (PGC) for New CAP Team Members.
· This training prepares parish Child Abuse Prevention (CAP) team members to train clergy, employees, and volunteers to recognize symptoms of abuse, help them identify characteristics or behaviors of predators, create safer environments, and give them knowledge of the child abuse reporting process.
· The “Protecting God’s Children” program is produced by VIRTUS, the brand name that identifies best practices programs designed to help prevent wrongdoing and promote "rightdoing" within religious organizations.
· The terms “VIRTUS” and PGC are often times used interchangeably for the same program.
· “Talking About Touching” (TAT) and “Keeping Children Safe” (KCS) are for trainers who will train others to teach the RCAB child personal safety/abuse prevention curriculum to children in their school or religious education classrooms.

· Both curricula provide grade-appropriate skill training in: decision and problem solving techniques,
 resistance, 
refusal,
·  and communication.
· TAT applies to children in grades Pre-K through 3.

· KCS applies to children in grades 4-8.
